INTRODUCTION

National Education Policy (NEP) 2020 presents a watershed moment in the Indian Education
Policy ecosystem. The Higher Education sector is undergoing a major transition in current times.
The rising aspirations of the youth and the industry for work ready graduates are putting new
demands on the teaching fraternity. The role of the teacher is envisaged to be more of a facilitator
and mentor in developing well rounded individuals with skills to cater to the global needs of the
21st century of a more technology savvy and sustainable world order. The capacity building of
teachers at all levels has thus been one of the major thrust areas in the field of higher education.
Redesigning the higher education ecosystem as envisaged by NEP 2020 requires strengthening
the role of the faculty.
